limited to two courses per semester or four courses per academic year (fdl and spring). Requests for an
exception must be directed to the Vice President of Student Services or designee.

4, Payment must be submitted to the Midland College Cashier a the time of enrolIment. Payment can be
made on campus & the Cashie’ soffice or online through Campus Connect.

5. Due to accrediting regulations, there isa 30-hour limit on dud-credit courses taken on the high school
campus. Thisdoes not indude dud-credit or early-admission courses taken on the Midland College
campus.

6. T he signatures on this form give the high school permissionto send to Midland Cdlege dl required test

scores as well as find transcripts upon graduation. The dgnatures dso give Midand College pemissionto
rel ease the student’ s academi ¢ record to the parent(s) upon request as wdl as to the high school until such
time as the gudent isno longer enrolled a that school.
