To be eligible for renewal for Midland’s Legacy Scholarship Program (Legacy Scholarship), students must meet the
requirements listed below. All eligible students must sign and date this form and return it to the Financial Aid Office with their
community service time sheets attached to it.

SCHOLARSHIP REQUIREMENTS

GPA- Students must complete 75% of the courses for which they are funded while maintaining at least a 2.0 GPA and at no time
drop below six (6) hours. Grades and hours completed will be checked after every semester.

COMMUNITY SERVICE- Students must complete at least forty (40) hours of community service per academic year. The
community service must be completed at an approved Legacy Volunteer Service Agency, and the hours must be completed before
the student is eligible to re-apply for the scholarship. A list of approved Legacy Volunteer Service Agencies is on the Midland
College website at http://www.midland.edu/legacy/agencies.php. ONLY the type of community service listed on the Legacy
Scholarship website and completed with one of the approved agencies will be counted toward the forty (40) hours required.
COMPLETED TIME SHEETS MUST BE ATTACHED TO THIS RENEWAL APPLICATION.

APPLICATION - Students must sign and date this form and attach their forty (40) hours of community service to it before they
are eligible for renewal. Students who apply and have not attained satisfactory academic progress for the Spring of 2010 will be
notified after the semester ends.

SCHOLARSHIP GUIDELINES

FUND LIMIT- It is the College’s goal to distribute all of the Legacy Scholarship’s allotted funds to eligible students; therefore,
scholarships are awarded on a first-come, first-served basis until the funds are depleted. Students must turn in scholarship
applications before the semester begins, but this does not guarantee students will be awarded. It is the student’s responsibility
to submit an application in time to be awarded.

TIME LIMIT- The Legacy Scholarship must be used within two (2) years of high school graduation. Exceptions may be made
by students with medical exemptions or military service. Students who maintain satisfactory academic progress and complete the
required community service are eligible for four (4) semesters of the scholarship.

COVERAGE LIMITS- The Legacy Scholarship only covers tuition and fees up to $750 per semester. The scholarship is only
applicable for fall and spring semesters. No summer or interim sessions are covered. The scholarship does not include books, late
registration fees, or schedule change fees. Funds may not be exceeded or carried forward.

MAINTAIN ELIGIBILITY- Students enrolled in 12 or more hours (on the census date), must complete at least 9 hours with
a GPA of 2.0 or higher. All part -time students (less than 12 hours) must complete at least 75% of the hours attempted with a 2.0
and must at no time drop below 6 semester hours. If a student does not meet the minimum hour or GPA requirements, the
scholarship will be forfeited. Students may appeal only if the failure to meet these requirements was the result of medical, military
or undue hardship conditions. The student may be reinstated if he/she enrolls in at least 6 credit hours using other funds to pay for
his/her tuition and fees, and upon completion of these hours maintains a cumulative GPA of 2.0 or above. If this is achieved, the
student can possibly be reinstated in the next year. However, reinstated awards will be made after all other qualified applicants are
awarded and are dependent upon available funds.

Students can begin to accumulate their volunteer hours after completion of their junior year in high school (beginning in
the summer after their junior year).

Students must perform their volunteer hours at an approved Legacy Volunteer Service Agency. You will find the
approved agencies listed on the Midland College website at http://www.midland.edu/legacy/agencies.php . Only those
agencies listed on the Midland College website are eligible locations for approved volunteer work for the Legacy
Scholarship.

Volunteer hours worked for probation requirements will not be accepted towards fulfilling the Legacy Scholarship
requirements.

Any volunteer hours worked at an agency which is not listed as a Legacy Volunteer Service Agency on the Midland
College website will not count towards the Legacy Scholarship and will be denied.
